tude of Salonichi, to which I have had recourfe to deter-
mine the longitude of all Greece in the general map,

The latitude of Athens, from which I have taken ny
departure for all my particular maps, according to the
oblervations of Vernon!, is 38° 5. M. D'Anville men-
tions another obfervation, which places that city in 38° 4
only™; but as I have not found it among his papers, I
have followed that of Vernon.

I have adjulted to the polition of Athens the plan of the
bay and ifle of Coulouri, which was taken by M. Fou-
cherot in 1781, and which I have accurately copied in
my plan of the battle of Salamis. I have alfo adjufted to
the fame pofition, a manufcript map of the gulf of Engia,
taken by the marquis de Chabert, in 1776, This map
has likewife given me the figure of all the iflands of the
Saronic Sea, the point of Cape Scyllzum, and even the
pofition of the Acro-corinthus. The bearing of the pro-
montory of Sunium from the fummit of the mountain in
ZEgina, does not, indeed, accord with that given by
Wheler®; but the pofition of the Acro-corinthus is alfo in
this map more foutherly than that of Athens, by about four
thoufand one hundred and filty toifes, or a little. more
than four minutes of latitude, precifely as I found it in
1782. I havé alcertained this pofition entirely from
comparing and combining the bearings given by Wheler

From Prote to Pylos in Mellenia, at prefent old Nava-
rins, or Zonchio, three Portulans give for the diftance ten
miles. Thefe miles are Greek miles, and are confe-
quently reduced in 'my maps to fix Italian miles and two-
thirds. The diretion is eafl-fouth-eaft.

"To the pofition of Pylos I have afterwards adjufled two
manufcript maps by M. Verguin, of which M. D'Anville
has alfo made ufe®. I could not follow more accurate
guides than thefe maps: they have condufled me to Cape
Gallo, anciently the promontory of Acritas, at the en-
trance of the gulf of Meflenia. Thence it was ealy
for me to afcend to Corone, now Coron. That city was
fomewhat more than a hundred and fixty ftadia from the
promontory of Acritas, according to Paufanias *; and tra-
vellers? reckon by land from Modon, anciently Mothone,
to Coron, fix hours journcy, or eighteen Italian miles.

From Coron navigators, according to Bellin®, have ob-
ferved Cape Gros, anciently Thyrides, in Laconia, to bear
fouth-calt and five degrees to the fouth. The variation
appears to me correfted in this bearing. This cape is not
far from Tmnarum, now Cape Matapan. Paufanias rec-
kons only feventy fladia between them® 3 and Bellin fays

IN geography, when a map is copied from another map,
the imitation fhould be candidly avowed; and when it
differs effentially from all other maps of the fame coun-
try, the authoritics on which fuch difference is founded
fhould be afligned. In compliance with this principle,
1 fhall proceed ta exphin, as fuccinéily as pollible, the

guides I have followed, and the reafons by which I have

been influenced, in compiling the maps of Ancient

Grecce, which accompany the Travels of Anacharfis.

In this examination I {hall not include the particular’

plans, becaufe cach of them would furnifh matter for
one, or even for more than one memoir, [ mull, how-

ever, acknowledge, that thofe of the lattles of Salamis

and Platza would bave been very imperfedt, if the Count
de

of Athens and Mount Hymettus, from the Acro-corinthus®,
and of the Acro-corinthus from mount Hymettus?; for
I then had not fcen the map of M. de Chabert, The
Jatitude of Corinth therefore cannot be, as the obfervation
of Vernon makes it, 38° 14'9; but mult be about 38° 1" 307,
as it is laid down in my maps.

The fituation of Corinth thus determined, I have ad-
julted to its pofition a map of the Ifthmus, taken geome-
trically by the Venetians in 1697, of which an engraving
has been given by Bellin, in his defeription of the gulf of
Venice and the Morea®, This map, which is conftruéted
with great care, has enabled me to aflign with fufficient
accuracy the fituation of the promontory Olmiz, though.
it is not found init. Wheler has obferved, that this pro-
mountory bears north-north-eaft of the Acro-corinthus*;
and Livy fays, thata temple of Juno Acrza, built on this
promontory, was only about feven Roman miles diftant
from Corinth*

Retween Corinth and Argos, the ancients, according to
Strabo, reckoned two hundred fladia®; and, at prefent,
about eight or nine hours are required to go, by the
fhortelt rcad*, from Corinth to Napoli di Romania, or

that Matapan is diftant from Cape Gallo, or the promon-
tory of Acritas, thirty miles, or ten marine leagues, to the
eall-fouth-eaft®. This diftance, which is the breadth of
the entrance of the gulf of Mellenia, is much greater ac-
cording to the Portulans. Pliny, however, makes it lefs ©;
on which account 1 have adhered to the meafure given by
Bellin, and employed it in a right line in my maps.

From Tanarum it was not difficelt for me to gain the
promontory of Malca. M. Verguin, from the latter cape,
had taken the bearing of the former, from two different
fations ; and thus determined the pofition of the promon-
tory of Tznarum with refpeét to that of Malea. By (gk-
ing the oppofite direttions, I have afcertained the polition
of Malea from Tanarum. All the environs of the former
cape are laid down from a manufcript chart of the fame
M. Verguin, which has given me the coalt from the pro-
montory of Malea, now Cape St. Angelo, to the ifle of
Cervi, inclufively ; as alfo the northern coalt of the ifland
of Cerigo, or Cythera. To this chart is added ancther of
the anchoring place of St. Nicholas, anciently the Pheceni-
cian port, in the fame ifland of Cythera. The remainder
of the ifland is taken from Coronelli’, whofe deferip-
tion has been compared with other materials. The ille of
Cervi was formerly anly a peninfula, the moft foutherly

de fa Luzerne, the prefent minifter for paval affairs, had
not been fo obliging as to favour me witl} his advice,
and read the ancient authors with my drawings before
him. I am likewiic indebted to the Count de Choifcul-
Couffier, for his gencrous communications of all the
plans and furveys he had taken in the country; and it is
certain that the molt accurate of my maps are thofe
which are laid down after his plans. They arc almoft
all by M. Foucherot, engineer for bridges and canle-
ways®, who not only put into my hands his drawings
and manufeript journals, but has alfo deferibed. to me,
as dillinély as poflible, the parts of his route where he
had not time to take obfervations, and- which were ne-
celfary to my defign. The geographical colletion for
foreign affairs, in which the Jate Count de Vergennes
permitted me to make refearches, has alfo furnifhed me
with a number of other plans of ports and iflands; and
I have found in the library of the king, though not the
entire voyage of the Abbé Fourmont, yet at leall fs_vcm]
fragments of it, of which I have made every poffible
ufe.

The heirs of the late M. D’Anville have alfo commu-
nicated to me the nates of that celebrated geographer, to
whom the [cience of geography is fo much indebted, and
whole very errors are refpectable, fince they only prove
the imperfettion of geographical knowledge at the time
when he compiled his maps. I have allo found in fome

Argos has always been placed in the maps almoft du
fouth of Corinth; but the fituation of the fouthern coa!
of Argolis, and in particular the pofition of the ifleo
Hydrza, has obliged me to lay it down much more to the
welt. The citadel of Argos, Nauplia, or Napoli, an
Tiryns, at prefent Old Napoli, are lud down from obfer
vations, taken on the fpot by M. Foucherot, from tws
different flations; firlt, on coming ocut of a defile nea
Mycene, and afterwards from the city of Argos itfelf
From the latter flation M. Foucherot has allo obfervec
the bearing of that part of the coaft of Laconia whicl
advances moft to the eall. All thefe obfervations hav
been taken according to the north indicated by the com
pals; but I have reétified them to the true meridian, by
allowing for the variation of the needle 13° 15’ toward
the well, which was found to be its variation in theft
countrics, by M. De Chabert, in 1776,

To the fituation of Nauplia, or Napoli, I have adjuftec
two manufcript charts, taken in 1735, by the late M
Verguin, engineer in the naval fervice. They have fur-
nifhed me with the coalt and iflands of Argolis, from the
confines of Laconia to Cape Acra. 1 [hall fay nothing o

BEFORE HANGING THE WALLPAPER

- Please check for pattern repeat or rolls sequence, if needed (roll A, roll B, roll C).
- Always use paste suitable for non-woven wallpaper (ready made paste).
- Be sure you have enough rolls to cover your wall.

- Please check for colour differences or debris on the wall. If the surface is not
smooth, you have to prime the wall before applying the wallpaper to obtain a
clean, dry wall.

HOW TO HANG

1. Apply paste onto the wall with a roller. Put enough paste for about 2-3 lengths
at a time. For edges, top and bottom use a brush to apply paste.

2. Now please take one length of wallpaper and apply it on the pasted wall.
Please check you have a few extra centimeters of wallpaper left at the ceiling
and floor and make sure the wallpaper strips are straight on the wall.

3.To check the straightness of the applied strip, you could hang a pair of scissors
on a string, from the ceiling.

4. Smooth the wallpaper strips from top to bottom and from center outwards.
Use a brush or the roller and make sure that all air bubbles are removed.

. Now remove excess wallpaper from the ceiling and floor using a sharp cutter.

6. Apply the next section by butting the edges together. Always check the pattern
matches across both sections. After hanging, wash away excess paste with a
damp soft cloth. Never rub the paste in order to avoid any damage.

AFTER THE INSTALLATION

- You should ventilate the room well to dry the wallpaper.

- Our wallpaper is water resistant. This means you can clean up the fresh spots
of paste by using a damp cloth.

- If you see some ink spots on the cloth, dont' worry, the color resists. It is only
some excess ink that comes off due to the printing process.

- Always wipe of the wallpaper vertically, never rub.

- Don't use any protective adhesive tape on the wallpaper surface.
